FAO, Cape Verde e Cuba 
In the framework of South-South cooperation and the implementation of the programme of 

cooperation of the United Nations Cape Verde, and in support of the National Programme 

of Food Security, a Tripartite memorandum of understanding between the FAO, the Cape 

Verde Government and Government of Cuba was signed at the beginning of May 2011.

In his speech, Petra Lantz noted 

that these projects allow for the 

first time, operate marine protected 

areas of the islands of Sal and 

Boavista, as well as the natural 

parks of Monte Verde (St. 

Vicente), and the parks of St. 

Antão (Cova, Paul, and Ribeira da 

Torre).
